Presets are groups of sounds, features, effects, volume settings, and tonal balances for the organ that are easily
accessed by pressing just one or two buttons.  The Royale boasts a dynamic variety of over 2,000 Presets.

50 fabulous presets are stored in the five Bank Preset buttons: A,
B, C, D, E.  Use the Memorize button to save your own regis-
tration creations to any Bank Preset.  Go a step further by saving
your creations on 3.5” disks to build a library of your sounds.
The original Lowrey presets may always be recalled, no matter
how many time you memorize your own.

Five Category buttons hold ten presets for each group: Theatre,
Country, Big Band, Show, and Latin.  Press the More but-
ton and four more categories become available on the
Information Center Screen: Sacred, Modern, Jazz, a n d
Brass; each holding ten presets each. That is a total of 90
Category Presets!

Rhythm Preset takes the guesswork out of what sounds to use with a particular rhythm style.  Each Rhythm
Style in the Royale (168 Styles) is linked to 11 Rhythm Presets, producing 1,848 Presets.  Simply select
a rhythm style, press the Rhythm Preset button and the organ is completely set up and ready to play.

Lowrey has built a database inside the Royale that links a preset with a song title.  Choose a song title from
the list and an appropriate registration becomes available.  500 Popular Song Titles are listed, dramatically
increasing the preset sounds available.

The Royale’s nine speakers are strategically located for optimum quality of tone.

Two full-range “Monitor” speakers are located higher in the cabinet expressly for 
the seated player’s benefit.

The Royale’s stunning “Live Performance” sound
is delivered through a powerfully sophisticated
audio system designed specifically for the home
environment.  A multi-channel configuration pro-
duces the full spectrum of musical tones-crisp,
clean highs through rich, commanding lows.
Distinct clarity and sound separation is achieved

with a complex electronic audio
crossover network that allocates

the 340 total watts of power
specifically to each speaker

to create a symphony of
sound for your home.

Two “tweeter” speakers produce the
higher frequency sounds.

Four mid-range speakers flank the
inner bass cabinet for maximum
sound projection.

Clean bass tones are the result of 100
watts of audio power being directed
exclusively to a 12” bass speaker.
Placed in a precisely designed “tuned
and ported inner-cabinet” this extra-
l a rge bass speaker creates well-
defined bass tones.

168 fully-orchestrated styles cover a world of dynamic musical styles.  Rhythm control features, familiar to Lowrey, are found on the
Royale: Genie and Orch Plus control how much of a style is heard. Auto Bass 1 or Auto Bass 2 plays the bass pedals for you. Drum
Variation changes the drum pattern in a style and Drum Only plays just the drum portion of a style. MCS is Lowrey’s famous easy-play
chord system and Memory holds the last MCS chord played even after the key is released. Intro/Ending adds professionally-scored begin-
nings and endings to your songs.  Start Stop begins and pauses a style.  Add a break or fill-in with FX. The Royale, while adding more
rhythm styles than ever, adds new control features too.  Alter Style makes changes to a rhythm style, while retaining the style’s original
character.

The More feature means just that.  More styles!  In all, each style button holds a total of seven distinctive variations.  For example press the 
Big Band style button and you get Swing Band.  Swing Train is on Variation 1 while Variation 2 holds Swing Chicago.  Press both Variation
buttons at the same time and four variation categories appear in the Information Center: Mellow – Bert’s Bounce, Exciting - Boogie
Woogie, Danceable – Vegas Big Band, and Basic- Basic Big Band. 

A new, easy to use feature is Fade Out.   Fade Out causes the ending of a style to slowly fade away at the end of a song.

There has never been a Lowrey organ with more
rhythm style variety and versatility than the Royale.

Below the Rhythm section are three new buttons labeled
Lock.  Have you ever been playing along, selected a different
sound, preset, or rhythm style only to have the organ’s tempo,
volumes, or styles change?  The lock buttons make this
occurrence a thing of the past.  Control locks all control set-
tings to those currently selected.  Accomp locks the rhythm
features and Tempo keeps the beats per minute constant-no
matter what style or preset changes you make while playing.

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The Royale looks as good as it sounds!  With a
sleek design and elegant curves the Royale adds a
luxurious touch to any home.  Finishes are avail-
able in sumptuous cherry, shown on the cover, or
American oak, pictured to the right.  Refined
details such as steam bent wood solids and natural
wood rolltops create an instrument that is truly
unmatched in beauty and sound.  

Lowrey’s exclusive Music Rack Extender brings printed
music closer to the seated player.  Just slide the extender
drawer out and lift the secondary music rack from its
storage spot and insert in it the slot on the shelf.  With the
secondary rack in place the shelf slides a full four inch-
es for adjustment.  The extender’s ideal location allows
the rolltop cover to be opened and closed with the sec-
ondary rack in place.

The Royale’s bench offers several convenient fea-
tures.  The thick, comfortable padding makes those
long sessions playing the organ even more enjoy-
able.  Adding to the splendid design are drawers on
each end that provide generous space for sheet
music and music book storage; large enough to
hold your favorite 9”x12” folios.  One side even
adds a storage area for ten 3.5” disks

Do you like to sing?  The Royale adds Karaoke capability to the organ.  Insert any
General MIDI disk “With Lyrics” (file extensions .mid or .kar) into the Disk Drive and
you are ready to go!  Press the Lyrics button and the words to the song playing from the
disk are displayed on the Information Center screen.  For group gatherings and parties,
connect your television set’s “Video In” jack to the Royale’s “Video Out” jack to dis-
play the song lyrics on your T.V!  Complete the Karaoke package by plugging a micro-
phone into the microphone jack to sing through the Royale’s powerful sound system.  

Plug a set of stereo headphones into
the Royale’s Headphone jack and
you can play all night long, if you
wish, without disturbing a soul.  The
volume knob serves the dual function
of controlling the headphone volume
and, when headphones are not
plugged in, controlling the monitor
speaker volume.

Golden Harp, a long-time Lowrey favorite, is dramatically
expanded with eight Arpeggio styles to choose from as well as
over 300 Genius Sounds that can be assigned to any of the eight
Arpeggio styles.

How do you add twice as many flute sounds to an organ without adding twice as many tabs?  The Royale’s Flute
Tab buttons make this possible.  Turn the Royale on and the flute sounds have that familiar “Sweet Lowrey Organ
Sound” character.  Press the Jazz button and the flute sounds take on a percussive Jazz organ sound quality.  Press
the Tibia button and the flutes change character again to the wood pipe sound of a Theatre Organ.

The Royale’s Information Center Screen is your win-
dow to an amazing array of sounds, controls, and features.
The large-size screen gives the player an easy to read display.
The screen is touch-sensitive, meaning that screen selections
are made by simply pressing the screen with your finger on
the desired item.  For example, to select a sound from the
Genius Voice List, just press the screen button labeled
Genius.  You may then scroll through the (over) 300 sounds
available.  Current information like Rhythm and Golden
Harp Tempo, Lower Keyboard Chord, Bass Pedal Note, and
Transpose are displayed.  Disk Drive, Music Recorder, Flute
Drawbars, and numerous performance features are accessed
and controlled through this dynamic touch screen.
